ADMISSION POLICY FOR EXCHANGE STUDENTS 

Minimum length of the study abroad is one semester (15 weeks). Maximum length of the study abroad is 

one year. Students may combine the study abroad with an internship (normally 100 working days or 5 

months). A total of 18 months is the maximum length a student may stay on exchange basis. Most of the 
students stay for one semester of studying and will add an internship in the second semester.

GERMAN: (for certain Double Degree programs or if you choose courses in German): min. B2 level, TESTDAF (> 16 and min. 4 in 

all parts), DSH 2 Examination, Goethe Certificate C2, or TEIC Deutsch C1 Hochschule).  

GERMAN FOR INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS 

The university offers free German language courses on various levels (A1 to C1) during the semester.  

Generally, an intensive pre-semester German course for beginners is offered approximately 4 weeks before the start of the lecture 

period (5 ECTS). 

ECTS-CREDITS
